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Insight 
What happened to the 
barbeque summer ? 
In Britain we are well known 
for our ability to talk about 
the weather - it’s an endless 
source of chatter 
matter. 
 

Our moods are 
often affected by 
the weather.  
We know that it 
is much easier to 
get out of bed on a bright 
sunny morning than it is 
when the rain is beating 
against the window. 
 

So I guess we are disap-
pointed when the 
weather men lead 
us to believe we 
are in for a 
scorcher and it 
doesn’t materialise. 
 

But do we only hear what 
we want to hear, and do the 
spin doctors give us what we 
want to hear? 
 

If you look back at this year’s 
long range forecast in April, 
there was only a 65% chance 
of it being a hot dry summer.  
Would you risk your life 
crossing a bridge which was 
only 65% certain of carrying 
your weight?  In other words 

a 35% chance of collapsing? 
 

So were we told the truth 
in April?  Yes, 
but not the 
whole truth.  
When the spin 
doctors took the 
information, they 
made the 65% 
chance of a 

scorcher into a “barbeque 
summer”.  They neglected 
to tell about the 35% chance 
of a wet summer.  But if 
they had done, we may not 

have “heard” 
that bit of the 
truth. 
 

In John 8:45 in 
the Bible, when 

Jesus was seeking to present 
the truth to the people, he 
says, “Yet because I tell the 
truth, you do not believe me!“ 
 

There is a risk that when 
we hear the truth presented 
to us, we don’t want to 
hear. 
 

Let’s not dismiss the truth 
of the Christian message 
just because it doesn’t quite 
fit what we want to hear.  It 
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
